The Committee reserves the right to not make an award in any given year.  All regional winners will be automatically submitted for consideration by the national Awards and recognition committee.  Additionally, nominees whose work has had a nation-wide impact will also be eligible. 
Nominations for the following group awards are to be submitted electronically to the regional contact by May 14th, 2010.

Awards and Criteria
Chapter of the Year Award
A Muscular Dystrophy Canada Chapter that has demonstrated excellence during the past year or over several years in any or all of the following areas:  fundraising, public relations, services, advocacy, education, and chapter development.

Fire Department of the Year Award
A Fire Department that has demonstrated overall excellence throughout the past year or over several years in fundraising, public relations, and/or awareness.
Corporate Partner of the Year Award
A business that has supported Muscular Dystrophy Canada during the past year through direct or indirect financial or human resource contributions.
